2019 MEA Bursary Award Program 
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The Public and Highway Improvement
Act (PTHIA) legally requires that the
structural integrity, safety and condition
of every bridge in Ontario be
determined through inspection every
two calendar years, in accordance with
the Ontario Structure Inspection Manual
(OSIM). Though the OSIM is primarily
based on visual inspection, there are
situations where structural components
are difficult to access. These special
considerations are evident in bridges
with short end spans with hold down
anchors at the abutments and/or drop in
spans. 
 
The Ministry is recommending that
municipalities review their inventory for
bridges that have hold down anchors
and/or drop in spans and ensure that all
inspections and other investigations are
completed to ensure these bridges are
safe.
