Reporting to the Manager of the Engineering Support Division, this position is accountable for the delivery of the new
works and the rehabilitation/replacement of existing works at Durham Region's water and wastewater treatment plants,
pumping stations, and storage facilities. This position will provide technical support to plant operation staff on operational
procedures and maintenance activities and will manage projects and studies required for the operation of water supply and
wastewater treatment plants and pumping stations.

The incumbent will:

- Administer project management from its conception to construction of each project proposed by reviewing
and approving works that are compliant with applicable standards regulations, policies, Regional By-laws,
safe practices and highest quality standards. In the case of the Duffin Creek WPCP, both York and Durham
requirements must be satisfied

«  Write requests for proposal in accordance to Regional guidelines. In the case of the Duffin Creek WPCP,
knowledge of both York and Durham procedures required. Evaluate proposals, hire consultants, and assign
projects

« Act as the technical resource with regard to Region water and wastewater facilities forecast planning and
complex operational and technical issues

- Forin-house designs, approve engineering drawings by sealing with a stamp of the Professional Engineers of
Ontario before the work is to be contracted for construction
